On our return to Krakow
we will visit the site of Schindler’s Factory,
which tells the fascinating story of Oskar
Schindler, a German industrialist and a
member of the Nazi Party who is credited
with saving the lives of 1,200 Jews during
the Holocaust by employing them in his
enamelware and ammunitions factories,
immortalised in Spielberg’s superb 1993
film, starring Liam Neeson.

Day 4 Transfer to the airport for return
flight to Heathrow.
